Cardiff University’s Cardiff Confucius
Institute and the University of
Glamorgan’s School of Creative and
Cultural Industries have teamed up to
create the Wales China Creative
Industries Forum. The Forum aims to
help Welsh creative businesses share
good business practice, and build
collaborative strategies with their
Chinese counterparts. Its first event was
held recently at the University of
Glamorgan’s Atrium. It presented a
range of ways for creative industries to
work in China.
