Important notes on using MathTutor
The MathTutor resource is designed for you to work through the various topics at your own pace. There are over 80 topics available, covering the essentials between GCSE and First Year university mathematics. A guide to using MathTutor is given below.

1. Click on any of the MathTutor topic headings e.g. Algebra, Trigonometry, etc. (The MathTutor resource will open in a new window). 

2. Select the topic you require from the list displayed on the screen.

3. A choice of 4 learning resources relating to the selected topic is now available. These are:
· Diagnostic Test - An exercise to help highlight specific areas of a topic that may require more attention. 

· Video Tutorial - Face to face tutorial where the user can dictate the pace of delivery of the topic material. Headphones will be required to listen to the tutorials on most university machines. 
· Summary Text - A short text based (pdf) file providing information on the selected topic. 

· Exercises - Computer based exercises for you to practise. 
NOTE: You must run an application before using MathTutor on any Cardiff University machines.  (Simple instructions are included below). If this application is not run the Video and Exercise elements of MathTutor will not work. This application only has to be run once on each machine. Goto:
Start -> Networked Applications -> General Software -> Internet, Web & Email -> Plugins
